November 1, 2012
1. Welcome: Beth Barnes. Members present were Nancy Marshall, Dell Shadgett, Amy

Foster, Bette Boston, Maggie LeClair, and Mary Meeker.  Debbie Caruana and Sarah Magann were unable to attend.
2. Minutes of last meeting: Mary Meeker. Correct as emailed last.
3. Treasurer’s report: Debbie Carauna (Beth).  Balance on report shows $6508.45, but

does not reflect $1973.20 in checks that have not yet cleared.  So actual balance is $4535.25.  An amount credited to another person’s account has been credited to ours, so that issue is resolved.  Share saving shows $8525.62, five dollars less than last month.  Debbie will look into this after the statement is ready early this month.  Five new membership fees have been deposited and expenses were primarily for the fall luncheon.  Luncheon costs were under budget and receipts exceeded expenses by $150.15.  EIN number assignment has been received from the IRS, with proper documents.

6. Scholarships and fund-raising: Maggie LeClair.  Explanation of several emails with Bob Holmes who is the CEO for the UCF Foundation.  There had been a question of best practice in our dealings with the Foundation.  Essentially, when someone wants to make a donation to the Women’s Club or writes a check to the Women’s Club for any reason, those checks should be made out to the UCF Foundation with UCF Women’s Club on the memo line.  However, checks can be accepted for the UCF Women’s Club, and the Foundation can cash those checks and will continue to do so as they are forwarded to them from Maggie.  Donors of items or services for the online auction who wish to have a tax exempt number will be given the Foundation’s number.  There was a discussion of whether or not we should pursue getting a tax exempt number, but the board feels that it is not necessary and would be a great expense and time investment for our group especially the treasurer.
